Coaches & Sponsors Code of Ethics - 2010

1.  All head coaches and sponsors must be adults (21 years or older) and a registered member of
the Gold Cup Invitational Volleyball Series. Only the three listed cleared adults on the team’s
registration form may sit with and/or coach a team during competition.

2.  All coaches and sponsors must inform both their players and players' parents or legal
guardians that they must agree to the disclaimer and agreement at the end of the player
registration before they can become a Gold Cup Invitational Volleyball Series member.

3. No coach can supply or condone the use by players of drugs, alcohol or tobacco.

4. No coach can participate, require or condone any actions of their players, which may be
deemed as illegal under either the civil or criminal code.

5. A registered adult coach or sponsor must be present at all practices, during team supervised
travel and during competition. The coaches and sponsors are responsible for the moral and ethical
atmosphere during all practices, competition and team activities.

6. No coach shall allow, encourage, condone or require any behavior that threatens a player's
high school or NCAA eligibility.

7. All coaches and sponsors realize that they must sign this Code of Ethics and that violations of
the code may result in sanctions being taken against either the persons involved, the team
involved or both. These sanctions may extend to the loss of eligibility of the coach, player, team
or club from participating in further Gold Cup activities.

8. All coaches and sponsors will conduct themselves as an example to their players. They

will show good sportsmanship and attitudes to all tournament officials, other coaches,
officiating teams, other player, and spectators.

All coaches and sponsors must sign this Code of Conduct Form prior to their team’s registration
to play is accept or they will not eligible to coach a Gold Cup team during the 2010 season.
